Notice of Race 

 
The Ole Ladies Cup is being held on Monday, August 14th, 2017.  This is a very fun and low key evening at 
the Club, with one race and festivities to follow.  If you are interested in signing up to race that evening, jump 
right in!  During the last several years, the Women Teaching Women program has been running strong, and 
sparked energy and enthusiasm with the women of the club. We’d love for this to carry over into this event. If 
you need crew, or would like to crew or skipper let us know and we will try to assist in that regard by matching 
skippers, crew and boats. 
 
RULES 
The series will be governed by the rules as defined by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of 
US Sailing, this Notice of Race, except as any of these may be modified by the Sailing Instructions, the Sailing 
Instructions, and any appendices. 

 

Eligibility  
There must be a female skipper at the helm for 100% of the time the race is in progress.  The skipper and crew 
must be Active Members (Honorary, Senior or Junior) of the Barrington Yacht Club.  Crew must be at least 
50% female.  Competing boats shall be owned by BYC members.  Each boat must submit a copy of a current 
PHRF rating at the time of registration. 
 
Sailing Instructions 
Sailing Instructions will be similar the Sailing Instructions of The Charles V. Cox Memorial 2017 Series, with the 
following exceptions: 
 

 There shall be one class only: non-spinnaker 

 There shall be a single race only not a series 

 Warning signal shall be at 1830 hours 

 Class flag shall be numerical pennant 1 

 All competitors are strongly encouraged to do the turns required by RRS 44.1 
 
Entry requirements and Fees 
Deadline: Monday, August 14, 2017 1800 hrs. 
The registration fee is $25.00, and will be billed to the skipper’s account or paid via credit card at time of 
registration. 
A completed registration form and waiver must be completed online through the link provided on the BYC 
website (yachtscoring.com).
