All classes will sail a pursuit race on a random-leg
course.

PENALTY SYSTEM

In all classes the Scoring Penalty of rule 44.3 will
replace all Turns Penalties. To accept a Scoring
Penalty, a boat must promptly display a yellow flag,
and call the race committee’s attention to it upon
finishing.

SCORING

A boat’s regatta score will be the finishing position
within her class.

One race is required to be completed to constitute a
regatta in each class.

PRIZES
Prizes will be presented in each class based on the
number on entries.
